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Methodology

Â The interviewing period for this survey was between August 18 and October 

30, 2009.

Â The survey is based on 1504 telephone interviews with opinion leaders 

throughout the nation.  Opinion leaders were selected based on key criteria 

and included the following groups:  
Â University Faculty

Â Insurance

Â Corporate

Â Health Services

Â Government

Â Thought Leaders

Â For a random sample of 1504 respondent at the 95% confidence level, one 

can say that the margin of sampling error for a percentage should not exceed 

3 percentage points in either direction.  In addition to sampling error, and the 

specified representation of different types of opinion leaders interviewed, 

question wording and practical difficulties in conducting surveys can introduce 

error or bias into the findings of public opinion polls.  

Â The survey averaged 11 minutes in length.
